The pro se li tigant shall reques t the issuance of a subpoena at the public desk of the 

Clerk's Office, afte r which the appropriate Deputy Clerk w ill be contacted. The pro se 

li t igant will not be sent to chambers unless directed by the j udge, and in no event shall the 

pro se li tigant attempt to d irectly contact the deput)' clerk or the judge ass igncd to the casco 

So ORDERED this Ie;,. dayofScptcmbcr.
